Answering Strategy 

1. Text type and format – This is a report. There is no fixed format, but clear paragraphing is 
essential to delivering the messages effectively. 

 
2. Genre – This is a piece of descriptive writing. Provide a detailed account of what have 

happened to the victim being bullied. Keep personal comments to a minimum. 
 
3. Language and formality – The tone of a report should be objective. There should be no 

exaggerations. Despite feeling sorry for the victim, describe plainly what have happened. 
For past events, use the past tenses. Use action verbs to make your description visual 
and vivid. The style should be formal or semi-formal, since it concerns a serious issue. 

 
4. Organisation – State your purpose at the beginning. Then state the basic facts of the 

incident, such as who, when, where, how, etc. In the following paragraphs, detail the ways 
in which the victim has been bullied. Offer examples to strengthen your case. End with the 
wish that it be stopped immediately. Organise the paragraphs, and sentences in each 
paragraph, with cohesive devices. 

 
5. Topic and vocabulary – The topic of this report is bullying in the classroom. Draw on your 

own experience. Also refer to the following vocabulary for suggestions about ideas.
