Answering Strategy 
1. Text type and format – This is a debate speech. Begin by greeting the audience politely, with e.g. 

‘Good morning / afternoon, Ladies and Gentlemen’. Address them the entire time in the second 
person. Thank them at the end. 

 
2. Genre – This is a piece of argumentative writing. Your stance is given, and you are only 

expected to explain why you are on this side. Defend your stance with 3-4 reasons. For each, 
provide concrete examples found among teenagers. 

 
3. Language and formality – When convincing an audience, the tone should be straightforward. 

The language should be reasonably formal but not too formal, since a speech is supposed to be 
read aloud. Deliver your messages logically. Use the present tense to describe actual as well as 
possible situations. 

 
4. Organisation – State your purpose and stance in the opening. Indicate the speech’s structure by 

stating the number of reasons you will be giving. In each of the following paragraphs, give one 
such reason and elaborate on it with examples. End by restating your position as regards the 
motion. Organise the paragraphs, and sentences in each paragraph, with cohesive devices.
