Answering Strategy

1.

Text type and format — This is a diary entry. There is no fixed format, but the opening, the main
body and the ending should be clearly differentiated by each’s content. Begin the entry with the
phrase ‘Dear diary’.

Genre — This is a piece of descriptive writing with opinions. Describe the plot of the play, as well
as those aspects of it that made the drama effects possible. Give evaluative comments, and talk
about what you have learnt from the play.

Language and formality — The language of a diary entry can be informal and personal, since it is
only for one’s own reading. Adopt terms in art and performance abundantly. Express personal
feelings freely. Write in the simple past tense when describing the acting and stage effects.
Write in the simple present tense when summarizing the plot.

Organisation — Begin with some background information like how you have come to see the
drama and how you feel about it in general. Then, after summarizing the plot in a paragraph or
two, discuss how the dramatic effects were achieved in detail. Feel free to insert personal
comments at any point. Lastly, state what you have learnt or other feelings. Organise the
paragraphs, and sentences in each paragraph, with cohesive devices.

Draw on
your own experience. Also refer to the following vocabulary (based on a story about a mute
warrior fighting a monster to save a princess) for suggestions about ideas.
