Answering Strategy 
1. Text type and format – This is a report. There is no fixed format, but effective paragraphing is 

essential to delivering the messages clearly. Title your report. 
 
2. Genre – This is a piece of descriptive and argumentative writing. Provide a detailed account of 

the positions on books about the supernatural held by both the positive and negative sides. Also 
describe the contents of these book. Argue for one of the two positions. 

 
3. Language and formality – The language of a report should be formal and factual. Describe the 

arguments of the two opposing sides in the third person. Use the pronoun ‘we’ to refer to 
yourself and the committee in general. Use the past tense for past events. The tone should be 
neutral and detached, since the chief librarian will be reading. 

 
4. Organisation – At the beginning of the report, state your purpose by mentioning e.g. the why, 

when, what of the meeting. In the following few paragraphs, give the arguments on both sides. 
At the end, briefly describe the final decision of the committee, as well as their reasons. 
Organise the paragraphs, and sentences in each paragraph, with cohesive devices.
