Answering Strategy

1.

Text type and format — This is a diary entry. There is no fixed format, but the opening, main body
and closing should be clearly differentiated by each’s content. Begin your entry with ‘Dear Diary’.
Write in the first person.

Genre — This is a commentary and a piece of descriptive writing. Describe the performance of
the winning speaker in detail, and comment on things in the performance that show that the
winner deserved the prize.

Language and formality — The language of a diary entry can be informal and personal, since it is
only for one’s own reading. Adopt terms in debating abundantly. Express personal feelings freely.
The tone can be approving and admiring, since the writer is impressed. Write in the simple past
tense in general. Write in the simple present tense when expressing feelings.

Organisation — In the beginning, give the background of the debate competition and mention
your impression of the winner speaker. Then give examples from his speech to show the
excellence of his performance. In the following paragraphs, comment on his debating skills
more generally to show that the award is well-deserved. End by expressing your wish to do as
well. Organise the paragraphs, and sentences in each paragraph, with cohesive devices.
