Answering Strategy

3. Language and formality — An article in which a story is being recounted should be objective. The
language of a course assignment should be straightforward and a little formal. Write in the
simple past tense. Use direct speech to make the story more vivid.

4. Organisation — Begin with an introduction about why the story is important. Then present the
story. Across several paragraphs, present the background, the main event, and its development
and consequence. To echo the introduction, end with some moral messages that can be drawn
from the story.

5. Topic and vocabulary — The topic of this story is animal cruelty. Draw on your own experience.
Also refer to the following vocabulary for suggestions about ideas.
