Answering Strategy

1.

Text type and format — You are asked to write a letter to the manager of the Hong Kong Pop
Culture Gallery. At the beginning, you should address the recipient with ‘Dear Manager’ and end
your letter with your contact details, your full name and title, and your school’'s name, e.g. ‘Yours
faithfully, Chris Wong’, ‘Activity Secretary of the Students’ Union’, and ‘Wan Chai Secondary
School'.

Genre — It is an expository and persuasive writing. You are expected to explain your purpose of
writing, relevant details of the exhibition, what items you would like to borrow and the related
arrangements.

Language and formality — This is an external letter sent by you as a student representative to
the manager of a pop culture gallery. Therefore, the tone should be polite and formal. The
language should be concise to let the recipient understand your request clearly. At the end of
the letter, slightly persuasive language may also be used to show your sincerity.

Organisation — Address the recipient at the beginning. A subject line should come after the
salutation and before the content to help the recipient catch the main theme of the letter at first
glance. Then list the items you want to borrow and explain why the items are important in the
exhibition. Relevant details of the exhibition will also help the recipient consider your request. At
the end of the letter, provide your contact details and end your letter in a formal way with your
full name and title, as well as the name of your school.
